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Abstract

Many organizations or individuals at the University of the Philippines Manila

(UP Manila) sell different types of products such as shirts, textbooks, tickets, etc.

The only ways into which these sellers are able to advertise their products are by

means of (1) posting some posters of these on bulletin boards, (2) posting posters

of these on social media and (3) direct communication between the buyer and the

seller. Because of this, certain problems are encountered by both buyers and sellers

in terms of convenience, effort, awareness, customer and product management.

Certain web applications have already been designed and implemented but none

of these is localized; that is, for use only within the UP Manila campus. The goal

of this project is to design and implement a localized web-based application which

will centralize all product advertisements, all sellers and all buyers of products

within UP Manila.

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I. Introduction

A. Background of the Study

Nowadays, the Internet is not just used for finding information on the web or for

social networking but also, it is used as a powerful tool for doing business online.

This activity is known as Electronic Commerce (E-Commerce). E-Commerce is

formally defined as the buying and selling of goods and services, or the trans-

mitting of funds or data, over an electronic network, primarily the Internet [1].

Although, it means buying and selling of products over the internet, any transac-

tion that is completed solely through electronic measures can also be considered

E-Commerce [2]. This includes deals or trades which are done over the internet.

The transactions occur by either consumer-consumer, business-business, business-

consumer or consumer-business [1]. It is a powerful concept and process that has

fundamentally changed the current of human life [3]. Because of E-Commerce,

many companies, organizations or even individuals do their businesses more easily

and more convenient since they are more connected to their customers and that

interaction between them and their products is more manageable.

In the Philippines, E-Commerce is becoming a huge market which attracts a lot

of customers [4]. Some of the most popular E-Commerce sites in the Philippines

are the olx.com.ph and ayosdito.ph. These E-Commerce sites allow the general

public to buy and sell or advertise products online. They just have to post an

advertisement of their product, and if one customer got interested into the product,

he/she will contact the seller to talk about the product and perhaps make a deal

about the price.

In the local setting of the University of the Philippines Manila, many students

especially those members of an organization are fond of selling different types of

products such as clothes, tickets, books, gadgets, foods, etc. For example is the

UP Manila Indayog Dance Varsity organization. It is an organization in the UP

Manila campus whose members interests are all about the art of dancing. There
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are times that they hold concerts (e.g. Sayaw Manila) so they have to sell a number

of tickets to everyone who are interested into watching their performance. Another

organization is the UPM-Shoot which is fond of selling UP Merchandise like shirts,

bags, etc. These sellers have their own ways in advertising their products. That

is, they advertise them by posting them on bulletin boards around the campus

and/or posting them on social networking sites like facebook, twitter, etc. The

problem with these methods is that the sellers are limited into publicizing the

advertisement only to their facebook friends or only to those who got to see the

posts. As for the buyers, the times into which they buy a product is only when

they got to see a post. The abovementioned sites of E-Commerce can be used

by UPM students in buying and selling their products. However, they might find

it slow and difficult to find customers since their target market are members of

the UPM community (students, faculty members, etc.). Also, it would be better

if a totally different localized web application is used so that organizations can

manage their products as well as to monitor the wants of their customers locally.

B. Statement of the Problem

Many organizations at the University of the Philippines Manila (UPM) make

different types of customized products (e.g. T-shirts, Bags, etc.) for use mainly

by their fellow UPM students. The only ways into which these organizations are

able to advertise their products are by means of (1) posting some posters of these

on bulletin boards, (2) posting posters of these on social media and (3) by person

to person communication between the students. In connection with these, certain

problems occur. These are as follows: (1) the sellers find it hard to track customers

wants and opinions on social media; (2) the sellers do not necessarily inform the

general public about the products they sell since they limit the posts only to those

who got to see them (e.g. facebook friends) and (3) it is difficult for them to find

specific customers who are interested in buying their products especially if the

seller is an individual.
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On the side of the buyers, the following problems can be observed: (1) the

buyers find it difficult to look for specific products they want within UP Manila

and for specific sellers who could provide them; (2) they are not informed or not

always aware that a new product is being sold at UP Manila and (3) they are

limited into products that they want to buy to only those which are available for

buying.

C. Objectives of the Study

The research intends to produce a web-based application that will aid the buyers

and the sellers of products within the UP Manila campus in buying and selling

their products. There are three main types of users, (1) the Registered User, (2)

the Unregistered User and (3) the System Administrator. The Registered User can

assume the roles of being either a buyer or a seller. It can be an individual or an

organization. The Unregistered User, on the other hand is the user of the system

who has only the capability of browsing the available products in the system.

He/She cannot buy the products. The System Administrator is the one responsible

for managing the system as a whole. The following are the functionalities available

for the users:

D. Significance of the Project

The web-based application will help both parties (the buyers and the sellers) into

managing their products since the system will centralize all products, all buyers

and all sellers within the UP Manila campus. Therefore, the products, the deals

and the exchange of communication between the buyers and the sellers are more

manageable.

The sellers are not necessarily an individual person. The sellers could be a

group of people or an organization who are doing business inside the UP Manila

campus by selling products. The web-based application will aid them into adver-

tising their products and sell them as soon as possible. Moreover, the web-based

application will help them know who their prospective buyers are and what prod-

ucts these buyers usually buy from them. Because of this, it can be said that they

will be able to maximize their income.

The buyers, on the other hand will be aided by the system by a means of

convenience and awareness. They need not browse social networking sites like

facebook, twitter, etc. if their only reason is finding different kinds of merchandise

such as UP shirts, tickets, bags, and others. They just have to look at the system

and they will see the different products in the different product categories. The
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need to look for a particular person or organization to buy a product will be

addressed by the system. That is, they can buy anytime they want and anywhere

they are as long as they have a device to access the system as well as an internet

connection. Also, if the product they are looking for is not in the list of products

in the system, they have the opportunity to request for it. If one seller can provide

the product, the buyer can then buy it from him/her.

E. Scope and Limitations

1. The system will not take into consideration the payments and billings of the

bought items by the buyers.

2. The allowed users of the system are only members of the UP Manila com-

munity.

3. The products to be sold by the sellers need not be checked by the adminis-

trator.

4. The only means to view the product or to know how it looks like is by the

images uploaded by the sellers.

F. Assumptions

The following are the assumptions for the users of the web-based application:

1. If the seller marked a product as sold, it is assumed that he/she has received

the payment from the buyer into whatever way they have chosen (ie. in

person, credit card, etc.).

2. The users, as sellers, should update product information whenever a buyer

bought their product/s in person. This should be done prior to giving the

product to the buyer in person to avoid having buyers of a product which

has already been sold.
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II. Review of Related Literature

Electronic commerce (E-Commerce) is a powerful concept and process that has

fundamentally changed the current of human life [3]. Many individuals and orga-

nizations have adopted the concept of E-Commerce in doing their businesses.

One good example of an E-Commerce website is the Ebay. Ebay is a multibil-

lion dollar company based in the United States with different offices worldwide [5].

It is basically an online auction and shopping website. Anyone from the general

public can register an account for free. After registration, he/she can then sell

items he/she wants. However, doing this does not mean automatic earnings from

the items to be sold since there are still a lot of factors to consider. For one is the

sellers credibility and trust rating. The seller has to have positive feedback from

previous sold products from previous buyers. In other words, the buyer has to be

sure that the seller can be trusted and that the products are not fake. Another

E-Commerce website example based in the Philippines is the OLX. OLX is acces-

sible to the general public. Anyone can sell and buy items online since OLX offers

free advertisement to anyone. But unlike Ebay, OLX has no feature which allows

buyers to purchase directly through a third-party payment gateway like Paypal,

which is the primary advantage of Ebay.

Aside from the known websites of Ebay and OLX, other researchers have also

created and analyzed the E-Commerce websites.

Yeyin [6] designed and implemented a small web shop that can be used for

online business. The main users of the system were buyers and sellers who could

be anyone. The main purpose was to (1) allow any buyers of a product to buy a

product or to shop at home by using a computer or any device that can access the

internet and to (2) allow any seller of a product to sell his/her product without

the huge amount of maintenance cost for the management and marketing in the

real storefront.

The Web shop system that Yeyin has designed and implemented used ASP (Ac-

tive Server Pages), HTML (Hyper Text Markup Language), VBScript, Javascript
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for implementing and bases on Microsoft Access for handling the database. The

system Yeyin designed was divided into two parts, the front-stage and back-stage

management page. The functionalities for the front-stage management page con-

sists of: (1) Browsing the products, (2) Checking the products, (3) Ordering of

the items, (4) Viewing of the shopping cart and (5) Functionalities for user main-

tenance. On the other hand, the functionalities for the back-stage management

page include: (1) Product management, (2) User management and (3) Order man-

agement.

From the functionalities of the two division of the system, we can say that

the front-stage management page is for users who will browse or who will inquire

about products. Obviously, these users are the buyers in the business process.

Also, the back-stage management page is for users who will manage the products,

orders and even the users. We can say that the users are the administrator or

also, the sellers of the product.

After designing the system, Yeyin then compared some already existing sys-

tems like ebay. The author then analyzed and modified the system by following

and resolving some real problems and needs from some online shops.

Another study is the one made by Pramsane [7]. He made a study about the

design and implementation of an online shopping center. He created a website

designed as an online shopping center. It is divided into two parts, the back end

and the front end systems. The back end part is mainly for the use of a store

owner. It provides facility for each store owner to edit and modify information

about his/her store. The figure below shows the components of the back end

system.

As we can see from the figure above, the back end part encompasses differ-

ent modules which include product management, shop information management,

web board management, shopping cart management, member management, pro-

motion management, banner management, plaza management, poll management,

currency management and article management. Moreover, in this part of the sys-

tem, the user can view and information which includes personal information as

well as the store information

The second part of the system which Pramsane designed and implemented is

the front end system. This part deals with the users who will buy from the online

shop. The design of this part of the website is shown in the figure below.

The front end part of the system was created by using templates to somehow

expedite the design the loading processes. The main menu was consistent, making

the website easy to use. Since the creation of the web site did not just deal with

the software but also the hardware, Pramsane also analyzed the system in terms

of technical performance. To obtain this, Pramsane utilized full options of both

hardware and operating system software which led to the websites operation with

low resource consumption even at its massive size. He further concluded that
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his implementation of various techniques on web design together with database

management and other additional services, the website he designed was responsive.

JunHua [8] also did a study by designing and implementing E-Commerce sys-

tem based on the Web. As what any other E-Commerce website have, the basic

features of the system include the buyer and the administrator or the seller. The

users or buyers of the system can buy a product, inquire about a product, inquire

about an order and order a product. On the other hand, the administrator or

the seller is capable of merchandise management, order management and product

management. Just like the other studies discussed, the system was divided into

two parts which are the back-end database and the web site itself or the user

interface. It was based on the structural design so the system can be developed

further into being a more complex one in the future.

Another related research is the one made by Dhakal, et.al [9]. They made

an Online Trading System for Nepal Stock Exchange (NEPSE) which helped to

resolve many issues related to the capital market of Nepal which include insider

trading, funds and securities shortage and cancellation of trade. In simple terms,

they automated the process of trading goods or products and services to be used

by the NEPSE.

Zhi Li, et.al [10] created a Jewelry Selling System. The system intended to

help managers into effectively inputting jewelry information and also made buying

jewelry online available to all customers since they could just access the website

anytime they want as long as they have an Internet connection. The system was

based on .NET MVC Framework which was designed and built on the visual studio

2010 development platform with SQL server 2008. The authors, prior to discussing

the system , discussed the overall design of the system model by explaining the

Model-View-Controller (MVC) Framework. The system was then been deployed

in a jewelry company in the United States of America which proved that the

system was stable, efficient and safe.

A research conducted by Sakurai, et. al [11] dealt with the creation of a sale-
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oriented online-shop management support method. With this, online-shop owners

would be able to efficiently and reliably construct attractive sale pages consistent

with their database of products. What was good with the system was that the

automatic construction and interactive update of DB for each sale of product

group could be done consistently and dynamically which was synchronized with

the sale. Some of the functionalities of the system include a product group name

editing function, a retrieval function of products that belong to a group and a

group attributes editing function for products.

Almost all of the websites designed and implemented which were mentioned

above have the same major functionalities which include product management,

store or shop management, customer management, etc. According to Purwati

[12], the web interface is a major success indicator since customers interface with

the sellers in the cyberspace through the sellers website. The lack of interface

standard features within E-Commerce websites will make a company lose up to

50% of potential online sales because of the fact that the users cannot find what

they want [12]. So as we can see, almost E-Commerce have almost the same kind of

interface which include design elements like site navigation, home link, search, view

cart, get help, manage account, catalogue and personalization functions. Because

of this, it is recommended that a seller include the major functionalities to be used

in E-Commerce websites in order to maximize the sellers earning potential.

Aside from web applications, mobile applications can also be used for E-

Commerce. This is referred to as Mobile Commerce (M-Commerce). M-Commerce

is defined as the subset of e-commerce, which includes all e-commerce transactions,

carried out using a mobile (hand held) device [13]. This is because of the fact that

using the mobile for E-Commerce transactions has the advantages and benefits of

ubiquity, convenience, interactivity, personalization and localization [2]. Because

of this, some applications have been created for M-Commerce.

Nugroho, et.al [14] designed and prototype a mobile marketing system for

E-Commerce. The system implemented information personalization,privacy pro-
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tection, up-to-date content, market targeting as well as social network.

Other M-Commerce applications are those made by Liu, et.al [15] and Alqah-

tani, et.al [16]. Liu, et.al created a mobile based application of an online phone

shop. The design and implementation was simple for the primary purpose of their

study is to promote the use of M-Commerce. The same study was done by Alqah-

tani, et.al. Their study focused on creating mobile-based E-Commerce application

using Ruby on Rails.

E-Commerce created many benefits for companies and individuals. However,

some disadvantages and serious problems stem from this issues. Nanehkaran [3]

did a research about the advantages or benefits as well as the disadvantages of

E-Commerce. He enumerated these and said that the advantages of using E-

Commerce include (1) Being able to buy 24/7, (2) Decrease transaction costs, (3)

Conduct business easily and (4) Being able to compare prices with other prod-

ucts. On the other hand, the disadvantages include (1) Security, (2) Low-speed

data transfer on the Internet and (3) Difficulty of accessing websites on the inter-

net. Nanekharan concluded that apart from all advantages, E-Commerce still has

weaknesses as seen from the above table. However, these weaknesses will not be a

big issue due to the increase of Internet users and the ease of access to the virtual

world of the Internet. Nanekharan further said that E-Commerce will change the

face of the world.
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III. Theoretical Framework

A. University of the Philippines Manila

The University of the Philippines Manila (UP Manila) is a coeducational and

public research university located in Manila, Philippines [17]. It is the oldest of

the seven constituent universities of the University of the Philippines System. It

was established on June 1908 at the Ermita-Padre Faura campus. It was also the

day of the establishment of the University of the Philippines.

UP Manila is the Philippines center of health sciences education. It exercises

administrative supervision over the Philippine General Hospital, the largest medi-

cal center and the national referral center for health in the Philippines. It consists

of seven colleges, the College of Arts and Sciences (CAS), the college of Allied

Medical Professions (CAMP), the College of Dentistry (CD), the College of Nurs-

ing (CN), the College of Medicine (CM), the College of Pharmacy (CPH) and

the College of Public Health (CP). UP Manila is a reputable school of tertiary

learning in the health sciences, with its colleges recognized as top performing in

the board exams.

As of 2013, UP Manila houses 5,903 students, 3,881 of whom are Undergradu-

ate Students and 2,022 of whom are doing Post Graduate studies. It also houses

1,228 academic staff as of 2013.

Currently, UP Manila does not have an E-Commerce application which man-

ages buying and selling of products within the campus. The only ways into which

buying and selling of products within the campus are done are by (1) posting

product advertisements on social media; (2) posting product advertisementson

bulletin boards around the campus and by (3) direct communication between the

buyer and the seller of the product.
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B. Electronic Commerce

Electronic Commerce (E-Commerce) is defined as the sharing of business in-

formation, maintaining business relationships and conducting business transac-

tions by means of telecommunications networks [18]. It has five main types,

namely, Business-to-Business (B2B), Business-to-Consumer (B2C), Consumer-to-

Consumer (C2C), Peer-to-Peer (P2P) and Mobile Commerce (M-Commerce).

B2B E-Commerce is the largest type of E-Commerce in which businesses fo-

cus on selling to other business. The transactions here are usually carried out

through Electronic Data Interchange (EDI). B2C E-Commerce is the type of E-

Commerce in which online businesses attempt to reach individual consumers. C2C

E-Commerce, on the other hand, provides a way for consumers to sell to each

other, with the help of an online market maker. This type of e-commerce technol-

ogy promotes the opportunity for consumers to transact goods or services to other

consumers. P2P E-Commerce enables Internet users to share files and computer

resources directly without having to go through a central web server. That is, no

intermediary is required in peer-to-peers purest form. Lastly, M-Commerce refers

to the use of wireless digital devices to enable transactions on the Web. Many

types of transaction can be conducted by mobile consumers, including stock trade,

in store price comparisons, banking, travel reservations and more.

C. Information System

An information system is defined as the software that helps organize and analyze

data [19]. Its primary purpose is to turn raw data into useful information that can

be used for decision making in an organization. There are five main components

that an information system contains. These are as follows: (1) computer hardware

such as processors, monitors, keyboard and printers; (2) the programs used to

organized, process and analyze data called as software; (3) databases; (4) the

different elements which are needed to be connected together, referred to as the

network and (5) the procedures which describe how specific data are processed and
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analyzed in order to get the answers or which the information system is designed.

D. Database Management System

Database Management System (DBMS) is a software package designed to define,

manipulate, retrieve and manage data in a database [20]. A database is a collection

of information that is organized so that it can easily be accessed, managed and

updated [21]. Fourth generation query languages, such as SQL, are used along

with the DBMS package to interact with a database. There are four main types

of database organization, (1) relational database, (2) flat database, (3) object-

oriented database and (4) hierarchical database [20].

In a relational database, data is organized as logically independent tables. The

relationships among these tables are shown through shared data. The relational

database organization is the most widely used system of database organization.

In a flat database, data is organized in a single kind of record with a fixed number

of fields. A flat database encounters more errors due to the repetitive nature of

data. In an object oriented database, data is organized with similarity to object

oriented programming concepts. An object consists of data and methods, while

classes group objects having similar data and methods. Lastly, in a hierarchical

database, data is organized with hierarchical relationships.

E. CodeIgniter

CodeIgniter is a free, open-source, easy-to-use, object-oriented PHP web applica-

tion framework, providing a ready-to-use library to use with the developer’s PHP

applications [22]. One of these ready-to-use library is the Database API which

makes it easier and more convenient to execute SQL queries such as SELECT,

UPDATE, DELETE, INSERT, etc. without having to create a lot of repetitive

codes.

CodeIgniter is object-oriented. Meaning, using CodeIgniter requires the knowl-

edge or familiarity with the object oriented programming paradigm. Also, CodeIgniter
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is based on the Model-View-Controller design pattern.

Model-View-Controller (MVC) is a design pattern for the architecture of web

applications [23]. Its main purpose if to achieve a clean separation between three

components of most any web application; that is, to assign an object in an appli-

cation in one of three roles: model, view and controller [24].

The figure below summarizes the difference of the three roles [25].

Figure 3: Model-View-Controller

The model typically handles data storage, integrity, consistency, queries and

mutations. We can say that this component is the one responsible for persistence

or for the managing the database. The view is for the user interface. It acts like

a ”presentation filter” [26]. The controller is the link between the user and the

system [26]. It can communicate with either the model or the view.

Since MVC is about the separation of the model, view and the controller. It

has some perceived benefits which talks about the separation of concerns in the

database [23]. For one, MVC (1) allows re-use of business-logic across applications,

(2) allows development of multiple User Interfaces (UI’s) without touching business

logic codebase and (3) discourages ”cut and paste” repetition of code, streamlining

upgrade and maintenance tasks.
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IV. Design and Implementation

A. Context Diagram

The system has three access levels: the registered user, the unregistered user and

the system administrator. The context diagram is shown in Figure 4.

B. Use Cases

The system consists of three main users: the registered user, the unregistered user

and the system administrator. Figure 5 shows the top-level use case diagram of

LEAf-UPM.

The registered user is the most important user of the system. He/she can

assume the roles of being a buyer or a seller or both. The registered user has the

most number of functionalities that can be used in the system. The unregistered

user is the user who just wants to browse the products available for buying within

the UP Manila campus. He/she can request for a product. The System Admin-

istrator is the one responsible for managing all registered users of the system, all

account requests, all product categories and all products in the system.

The registered user can be a buyer or a seller or both. Assuming the role of a

buyer, he/she can buy or reserve for a product, search for a product, request for

a product, browse the products being advertised and view the products he/she

bought. Assuming the role of a seller, he/she can advertise a product, edit the

product advertised and view products sold. Figure 6 shows the use case diagram

for the managing of products.

If a seller decides that a product can be traded, any buyer can ask for trade

requests. The seller can then decide whether to accept the trade request or not. If

the trade request has been accepted, the product will be marked as sold, otherwise,

it will still be available for buying by other buyers in the system. Figure 7 shows

the use case diagram for managing trades.

In order to make sure that the user of the system are only members of the UP

Manila community, an unregistered user has to register for an account. It is the

System Administrator’s decision to whether accept or reject the account request.

If the account request has been accepted, the user will receive an email regarding

the username and password to be used in logging in the system for the first time.

Figure 8 shows the use case diagram for managing account requests.

Only the System Administrator can manage the product categories. If a new

product is to be sold and does not fall within the other product categories, the

seller can just choose others. Product categories are useful for filtering the different

products advertised as browsed by other users in the system. Figure 38 shows the

use case diagram for managing of product categories.

The System Administrator can view all products but cannot edit any product

information in it. However, he can disable it. Disabling or temporarily deactivat-

ing a product will make the product hidden from the browse products module.

Meaning, it cannot be advertised. This functionality is to handle cases where the

product might be fake or is not suitable for selling or buying within the UP Manila

campus as observed by the System Administrator. However, the System Admin-

istrator could still allow a product to be sold as justified by the seller. Figure 41
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shows the use case diagram for managing products advertised.

The System Administrator has access to view all the registered users of the

system. He/she cannot edit the information of the registered user but he/she can

deactivate the account or re-activate the account. The purpose for deactivating

the account is to manage cases in which the user is not a credible user. Meaning,

he/she sells fake products or does not give the product/s sold to the buyer. Figure

35 shows the use case diagram for managing registered accounts.

Both the Registered User and the System Administrator have access to the

system. They just have to use their login credentials, their username and password,

to enter the system. These two users have functionalities in common. For one,

they can both view their profile and edit their profile information which includes
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their login credentials. They can change their username as long as it is unique.

Meaning, it has not been used by any users of the system yet. Figure

All registered users have access to the website. He/she just have to user the

username and password that has been given to him/her. As a registered user,

he/she can view his/her profile, edit some personal information and even change

the username or the password as long as the username is unique. Figure 12 shows

the use case diagram for managing account and profile information.

All product transactions, decisions and messages are sent as notifications to a

user. This is important for the user to know what happens when he/she is logged

out of the system. For instance, he/she will know if a buyer bought one of his/her

products.

Controller (MVC) architecture. The model is the part of the architecture that

interacts with the database using MySQL. The view is where all front-end related

user interfaces are stored such as HTML pages, Bootstrap, CSS, JavaScript and

jQuery. The Controller part handles the routing of the web pages. It also acts as

the bridge that connects the model to the view.

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VI. Discussions

The Localized E-Commerce Application for University of the Philippines Manila

(LEAf-UPM) is a web-based PHP application which aims to ease the processes

and transactions of buying, selling and/or advertising of products within the UP

Manila campus. With the use of the system, the problems encountered by both

the buyers and the sellers in doing the previous way of buying and selling have

been addressed well.

The system has three major types of users namely: the Registered User, the

System Administrator and the Unregistered User. The System Administrator is

the one responsible for managing the system as a whole. Specifically, the Adminis-

trator is responsible for managing account requests, managing registered accounts,

managing product categories, managing products advertised and managing prod-

uct requests. The Administrator is also the one who communicates with the

Unregistered User through E-mail.

The Unregistered User is the user who can only browse the different products

available for buying. The product transaction that he/she will have for the product

is outside the scope of the system. Meaning, if the Unregistered User wants to

buy a particular product, he/she will contact the seller of the product using the

seller’s details as shown in the view product details page of LEAf-UPM. The

transactions like deals or trades will not be addressed by the system fors him/her.

The Unregistered User, however, can request for a specific product he/she wants

then it’s up to him/her to just browse the products to see if the product requested

is already in the list of products advertised. If the Unregistered User wants to

make use of all the functionalities that LEAf-UPM provides, he/she can register

for an account.

The Registered User is the most important user of the system. He/she assumes

the role of being a buyer or a seller of a product being advertised in LEAf-UPM.

The major functionalities of buying, advertising and/or selling a product is done

by the Registered User.
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The different functionalities of the system are divided into more general mod-

ules: Account and Profile Management, User Management, Communications Man-

agement, Products Management, Trades Management, Notifications Management,

etc. Each of these modules contribute to satisfying the different objectives men-

tioned in this project as done by each of user of the system.

In terms of technology, LEAf-UPM was implemented using the CodeIgniter

framework. CodeIgniter uses the Model-View-Controller architecture of software

development. Because of this, all PHP files were divided into three subgroups

(Models,Views,Controllers) which made them easier to manage.

A combination of initial and static web templates, Bootstrap and other third

party libraries were used in order to develop the User Interface of the system. A

pre-developed E-Commerce static page [27] was used as the home page template

of LEAf-UPM including that of the dashboard [28]. Minor changes and edits

were made for customization to better fit the User Interface of LEAf-UPM. Also,

addition of other JavaScript, jQuery and CSS files were developed in addition to

these to make the User Interface more dynamic. The Views folder of the project

stores all these pages for the front-end part of the system.

MySQL is used as the database management system of LEAf-UPM. The tables

from the initial Entity Relationship Diagram (ERD) were the first tables to be

created. The database was then modified; that is, some tables have been added

and some tables have been deleted. This has been done necessarily to satisfy the

overall logic of creating the system.

LEAf-UPM in general was able to meet all the objectives of the project with the

help of the different technologies mentioned. All the functionalities implemented

were able to address the problems which lead to making the project significant.

For one, product advertisements need not be posted on social media or around

the campus anymore since the sellers would find it less costly and less effort to

just post them on LEAf-UPM assuming that their prospective buyers also use

the system. In this way, they would be able to track all their customers and
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their orders in just one viewing at the system. There will be no Google docs, no

facebook private messages, and any other social-media related way of transaction

and communication. Communication-wise, the system has its own functionality

that allows each registered users of the system to communicate with each other.

With this, they could talk about deals, trades or even discounts better. Also,

questions about the products advertised will surely be answered unlike on facebook

comments which were difficult to track.

Due to the fact that the system was designed to be used locally, all users find

it easy to browse the different products available for buying. They could even

search and filter these products to limit their choices. The users need not to go

to other places aside from UP Manila to exchange the payment and the product

bought. On the sellers side, these products would be sold as soon as possible for

as long as their target market are the UP Manila community. Because of this, it

can be said that they will be able to maximize their income since they are able to

maximize the number of prospective buyers for their product.
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VII. Conclusions

The Localized E-Commerce Application for University of the Philippines Manila

(LEAf-UPM) was designed and implemented primarily to aid the process of buying

and selling of products within the UP Manila campus. It is able to address most of

the major problems encountered by both buyers and sellers of different products

around the campus.

As compared with the previous ways of buying and selling of products, LEAf-

UPM is more convenient, less costly, less effort and much more effective. The

sellers need not walk around the campus just to post product advertisements on

bulletin boards. They need not make documents on social media like Google Docs

or to post on social media to advertise a product and wait for comments or private

messages to know if someone is interested into buying the product for these are

already addressed by LEAf-UPM. Although it is not meant as a web application

for doing business online for UP Manila students, LEAf-UPM makes sellers earn

more since there are a lot of prospective buyers using the system. Their products

are sold quicker and more in terms of quantity. Also, one of the benefits of using

LEAf-UPM to advertise is that it is free for use to all members of the UP Manila

community.

LEAf-UPM helps the buyers in terms of product awareness and convenience.

The browsing of products advertised allows the buyers to easily find the product

they are looking for. With this, they will not be limited to only a number of

products advertised since there will be a lot of choices they can pick from. They

will find it convenient to use the system since it is Internet connection-based and

the whole UP Manila campus is connected to the Internet. The friendly and easy

to use User Interface makes browsing, searching and buying very easy. If bought,

the buyers are assured of a reservation for the product. It also encourages these

buyers, whether an individual or an organization to sell, which is a good thing

since they will be able to earn even a small amount of money.
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VIII. Recommendations

The Localized E-Commerce Application for UP Manila (LEAf-UPM) was able to

address some of the major problems encountered in buying and selling of products

within UP Manila. However, there are still a lot of improvements that can be done

on this system.

For one is an addition of functionalities. Since LEAf-UPM does not handle

money transactions, it would be better to make LEAf-UPM handle customer pay-

ments to the sellers which can be done online. An approach could be using a

third-party library for connecting with credit cards like PayPal and MasterCard

for example if such library exists and if it is possible to implement. The proponent,

however, should make sure that credit cards are the most convenient way when

paying online by doing research.

Another improvement that can be done on LEAf-UPM is by making a mobile

version of it to have more users since smartphones are also deemed convenient for

buying and selling of products. Doing this, however, will lessen the functionalities

of LEAf-UPM as mentioned in this research.

Doing a Short Message Service(SMS)-based notification is another way to im-

prove the system. That is, notifications management will be handled through

SMS. All notifications will be sent by the System Administrator as text messages

to the different users of the system.
